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Good evening Matthew this is Dvanak and we’ve come back today to talk to you about how mankind will live in the future: the shape of society and how in almost every way life will differ from the experience of today

The particular focus into the future will be on devolving every aspect of life down to a more local level. This will involve everything from politics and business and employment, through to food production and every other aspect; because it will simply become impossible to continue life in the way it has been for the last few hundred years.

At present you are seeing your political system under enormous pressure; MPs are coming under scrutiny with regard to the way they handle their financial affairs, and the public is quite rightly extremely upset with the way that it perceives the majority of MPs to have been behaving. Of course the major parties, whilst they accept that this situation is extremely unfortunate and has set their cause back quite some way, fully expect the situation eventually to stabilise and that they can get back to business as usual

Well this will not be the case because this issue will drag on for quite some time. It has caused a serious amount of unrest and a serious amount of dismay if you like amongst the voting public; and especially when they are faced with such financial and economic uncertainty they are taking an extremely dim view of the situation, and the way in which the public view the whole political process at present will deteriorate further.
However it will not have picked up once the next phase of the shift in consciousness occurs; which will simply find the political system wanting again, as it will be seen to be rather impotent in handling the serious problems which are soon to arise. So you are already seeing the dismantling if you like of the current very centralised political system in this country, and for various reasons this decline will continue and in fact will be exacerbated by other events along the way

The whole aspect of business and employment has already started to change quite dramatically and this again will continue into the future. The continuing rise in the numbers of unemployed; the continuing failure especially of larger business units - and obviously larger employers - this is set to continue into the future, and due to the fact that the financial and economic situation is not improving – and indeed broadly speaking is probably still deteriorating – the situation with regard to employment, and certainly employment within larger economic units, will continue to come under pressure 
And so the focus more and more will be a local one. This will only be further confirmed at a point in the future when availability of fossil based fuels comes under serious pressure. They will rapidly become unavailable - unaffordable for the vast majority - and thus unavailable for all the types of applications you’ve been used to for decades now. This will confirm the growing trend towards communalism or localisation if you like

This shortage of fuel will also have serious knock-on effects for agriculture and farming in general. As was mentioned recently at your meeting, this is an extremely energy intensive practice and will simply be unable to be sustained in the way that it has been for the last few decades. It simply consumes too much fuel; too much energy which will not be around in the sort of quantities that have been used in the past. So the approach to agriculture; the approach to producing food will have to change. It will have to change quite quickly because the ability to import large quantities of food will be denied due to the issues with regard to navigation and guidance systems and the like

So there are a number of areas where people are going to have to show ingenuity and be resourceful, because it will not simply be a case of sitting back and saying “well somebody else will have to solve these issues” because there won’t be anybody to solve them. The growing centralisation of the last few decades will cease because it simply is not a workable model, and it will not be the way that societies operate into the future. So there will be a very painful period of re-adjustment which will be forced upon communities and societies 

However, this does not mean that much of the skills base and the knowledge which has been accumulated will be useless – quite the opposite in fact. It will be the case that people across the board need to re-engage at the local level and will need to re-learn if you like many of the skills which are fast dying out, both in this country and in many others around the world 

For many it will be a challenge but also it will be an uplifting experience, as they will have the ability to truly contribute on a local level which is an aspect of life that has all but disappeared in the modern world

So yes it will be a tough period; and yes unemployment will rise to a very high level; so the traditional view of employment will have to change, and that will change. So all the major aspects of modern life will be affected, and will in many cases disintegrate, and will be re-assembled in a way which is focused on local rather than national or global lines
This will be a fascinating challenge but mankind is more than a match for this rather daunting task. He will find it strangely rewarding – in many cases far more so than lifestyles which are enjoyed today
