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Good morning Matthew, the topic of this paper will be food and the serious effects of the shortage of supply. We’ve alluded to food supplies in papers in the past; we haven’t actually delivered on food itself: so here we are

The worldwide situation with regard to food supplies is going to get much more complicated over the coming months and years. It is going to be much more incumbent upon people to provide for themselves, rather than to rely heavily on food which is imported and comes from elsewhere. 

This very much fits with the overall picture which we’ve been painting Matthew which is one of localisation of society, of all aspects of life into the new era. And so as you would expect, there will be no difference when it comes to the supply of food

The problem will be that the ability to import large quantities of food from around the world will gradually be lost; this is due to many of the changes to the way the earth operates, in particular to the axis shift. So you are going to need to find a way of replacing large quantities of foodstuffs which are imported, by materials which are sourced locally – in other words within this country. This will apply to nations across the globe
It is not necessarily that there will be a shortage of food as such, although in some parts of the world this will definitely be the case. In others it will simply be that the reliance on imports will no longer be possible. So again man is going to have to show a degree of ingenuity and is going to need to be resourceful in the way he provides for himself with regard to food

There will be also a looming problem with agricultural production: intensive agricultural production will no longer be viable for a number of reasons, the most important of which will be the availability of the vast quantities of fossil fuel required to maintain it. So you will see that the whole area of food production and food supplies on a global basis will be one of great concern for governments, because guarantee of the continuity of supply will no longer be there

There will need to be a shift away for example from certain types of food towards others which are more beneficial to the community at large. For example there will be a trend away from consuming large amounts of meat. The simple reason being that this constitutes a very inefficient way of food production in that it makes much more sense to have human beings consume the grain rather than feeding grain to livestock to produce meat, which is a very inefficient way of using foodstuffs
So there will be many changes like this, which will be forced upon societies because they simply will have no option but to look closely at all aspects of the production and manufacture of food, and its consumption. It will be a fascinating period because as we’ve said before, man will need to apply himself with a great deal of energy to resolve some of these issues. 
Sadly one of the knock-on effects of this will be a significant reduction in the amount of food which is made available as food aid around the world, as it simply will not be possible to ship large quantities of this material to the countries and continents where it is most required. This will obviously have a great impact on the nations that rely on food aid for their livelihood. However there will be other changes which come into play that will affect this situation making it quite a complex scenario, which we will not explore further at this point. 
Suffice to say that the whole way in which food is grown, processed and consumed will need to be radically overhauled by all nations, in order to ensure they are able to feed their populations into the future
