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Good morning Matthew we’ve come to talk to you about communication. Not so much communication between individuals, more the means of communication – satellites, mobile phones and the like, and how all these modern communications systems will be affected by the changes which are coming
The ability to move voice and data information around the globe has increased enormously in just the last few years. if you think that the telephone has been around for really quite a short while; mobile phones just a few decades, but now the world is in a position where enormous flows of capital from one country to another; from one market to another, can be achieved by the press of a button on a keyboard. We know it is a dreadful cliché Matthew but the world truly has become a small place with regard to communication

However, many of the more recent developments, especially those which are dependent upon satellite facilities for their operation, will suffer as the axis of rotation of the earth is subtly shifted. The satellite systems will no longer be correctly aligned and all this capacity will be lost. So this represents quite a severe reduction in the communications ability between countries around the globe, and it will have a very significant impact on all manner of commercial and financial transactions which occur between countries
These are currently viewed as absolutely routine and so commonplace as to not really warrant any comment. This will not be the case as in a short while many of these routine transactions will not be possible, which will impact even further on the health and viability of large multinational organisations, as effective hour by hour, day by day communication between the various locations will become more and more difficult 

Of course the terrestrial based option – in particular the good old fashioned telephone connected by wires – will still very much be viable. However a large quantity of modern communications operate via satellite facilities so this whole chunk will be unavailable

The internet will remain viable and will be an invaluable source for many, as they will look more and more towards the worldwide web for information to try to explain the changes which are occurring all about. But anything which is satellite based, as an enormous amount of international communications now is, will be severely affected to the point where it will be unable to operate 

So there is going to be a severe contraction if you like in the amount of information which passes from one country to another around the globe. There is going to be a severe reduction in the amount of financial and commercial data which are able to be moved around the world, and this will further dismantle the international aspect of day to day life, and will throw individuals back on to their local community more and more 
So this is just another view; another aspect of the way in which the changes to the way the earth operates will impact day to day life.
