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Good morning Matthew this is Arvee again coming to talk to you about the energy. Yes we are going to start to pass on more detailed information to you even now, despite the fact that you are not working in trance; we are going to ignore this and continue as there is a lot to get through

This may not work; we’ve yet to see. Yet again we’re having to improvise and almost to ‘make this up as we go along’ as regards the operating process. We understand how difficult you are finding it all. But, as I’ve said before, never having lived on earth I’m at a loss really as to how difficult your experiences are and what best to do about them. I shall leave any comments of this nature to your team

So you heard over the weekend that in your country especially Matthew the government expects there to be significant shortfalls in electrical power in the coming years. There appears to have been poor planning for future energy demands. Your country will not be on its own in this problematic area; many will also find that for a whole variety of reasons insufficient energy is available 

When we say energy we mean it in the broadest sense, across all types. There will be a very painful crunch especially in the area of fossil fuel and all its derivatives. Private motoring, domestic heating, agriculture, international travel; all of these areas will be particularly hard hit by the lack of various fuel types. This will of course be compounded by the information you gleaned at the weekend stating that the government is way behind and under provided for with regard to electrical generation plants, of any type be they from coal, gas or especially from nuclear
It is nuclear which is expected to be the new favourite again: it will come round to probably be seen as the front-runner, as there are so many environmental objections to other types of fuel for generation plants. As you know there are significant delays attached to replacing any nuclear generation sites in this country and elsewhere. The unforeseen and quite serious changes, the disruption to many aspects of life on the planet will cut across any of this planning and make decision making extremely complicated and full of pitfalls
There will not be another generation of nuclear reactors, of nuclear power plants built in this country Matthew. Whatever the planning process throws up; whatever the government choose to tell you; they simply will not be constructed in time. Rather, the focus will switch quite rapidly to the new source of energy; the one which you and a few others will be working on 

We know you will find this difficult to believe but it is a fact, and it’s why we need to make a start now talking about detail. We would ask that you draw this paper to a close and come back in a short while, as we have many more documents we need to pass through you. The hope is that this process will be sufficiently developed to accommodate the majority of these papers. There will come a time of course when the specific and particular information needs to be transmitted and this process will be inappropriate: we’ll cross that bridge as and when we come to it
