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Good evening Matthew this is Umatu. Thank you for coming back to work with us this evening. We want to talk to you about the availability of access to this new local source of electricity, and to stress to you how the local nature of this source of energy will benefit an enormous number of people around the world

Currently the availability and access to electrical power in the western world is taken for granted. It is generated at very specific, advanced and expensive power plants; powered as you know by various different types of fossil fuel or nuclear power. This energy is then distributed through high tension cable systems. This setup is common to most of the developed or westernised parts of the world as you know it today

As you know this will come under enormous strain when access to the necessary fuels becomes restricted, or in some cases denied entirely. So there will be enormous disruption and this will cause great problems with the availability of electrical power at various locations across the globe
The beauty of the new electricity is its localised nature, because so many of the inhabitants of the developing or completely undeveloped parts of the world at present, are denied access to any electricity, for basic use such as lighting or heating or preparing food and the like. The roll-out of the new electricity will in many ways be quite haphazard. It will not be uniform; some nations will embrace it wholeheartedly and move forward quickly; others will be very reluctant for various reasons. 

So the spread will not be consistent, but over a period of perhaps tens of years it will become apparent that one of the major ways this electricity can benefit millions, perhaps hundreds of millions of people, is that it can be generated at relatively low cost on a local basis, and consumed by the local population. So there doesn’t need to be a highly centralised system for generating the megawatts of power that you see at generating plants around the world today – quite the opposite. This whole centralisation is very much broken down and dispersed amongst the country’s population
So it means that access to the very basic electricity and all its benefits is going to over a period of time, become a reality for an enormous number of people, particularly the poorer people in developing nations, who at present have nothing like this. This will enable relatively self contained communities across the globe to benefit in a way which in the present day setup would be completely unworkable. The other thing is there will not need to be expensive infrastructure projects put in place to carry large amounts of this electricity over long distances. This is not how it will work at all – quite the opposite as you know

So the main thrust of this paper is to stress that this new electricity, delivered in this localised way, really is going to be of enormous benefit on a very wide scale, across all nations at various stages. Very poor nations will be able to benefit from this relatively easily; obviously the wealthier nations should they choose to will be able to benefit from it relatively quickly
