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Matthew good evening this is Zorovan. We come back to talk to you again about geophysical activity, as this is the next major stage in the shift of consciousness which the world is in the process of experiencing. The particular activity we want to discuss is volcanic eruptions as there will be a rolling sequence of this type of event, across the globe, which will continue for an extended period. 

It will not be a surprise to any of your readers to learn that it is by way of volcanic eruption that much of the balance of the various types of gases in the atmosphere is maintained. It is well established within your scientific establishment that the greater part of CO2 which is emitted into the atmosphere is provided via volcanic activity. And it is via this type of activity that the natural balance within the atmosphere is going to be regulated. 

To suggest for one moment that this type of activity is controlled and managed in any way would be a great surprise to a great many people, but this is the case, and it actually is the case for all of the geophysical activities: normally referred to as ‘acts of god’. I suppose to an extent this is an accurate description if you take on board the concept of god as being the sum total of all consciousness, then the idea that these activities are in some way being caused or precipitated by the collective consciousness of the planet is correct, but we don’t propose to develop this concept at this stage as it is quite complicated and difficult for people to grasp

There is one particular knock-on effect resulting from an intense period of volcanic activity which we’ve mentioned to you before, and this is the pumping of enormous amounts of volcanic ash into the upper atmosphere over an extended period
This will be on a scale that has not been witnessed by man before, and will have some rather surprising and counter-intuitive effects. The major one will be that despite the fact that this cloak of ash in the upper atmosphere will block a good deal of natural sunlight from the Earth, and prevent it from reaching the surface of the Earth, it will in fact cause a warming effect. Because when this cloak of ash is wrapped around the planet it actually prevents a good deal of the heat energy produced within the Earth from escaping. So whilst it might seem obvious that preventing solar radiation from reaching the surface of the Earth would indeed cause cooling, this will not be the case

The knock-on effect of a relatively swift increase in temperature will be felt across the globe in all sorts of ways, and obviously the major consequence here will be a more rapid ice melt than even your most pessimistic scientific projections forecast

The effect on ice will be profound. The other effect which will be even more profound and probably much more worrying for the population is that of the reduction of sunlight levels to the point where photosynthetic activity within plants is much reduced, and in some cases prevented entirely. So the obvious major impact here will be on the ability to grow vegetable matter and to produce food in this way

We want to document this in much more detail in the coming weeks. Suffice to say it will cause major shortages of certain types of food; certain types of vegetable matter will be far worse affected than others. This is something we propose to go into in some detail. It’s the counter-intuitive warming effect, and the quite serious reduction in sunlight intensity reaching the Earth’s surface and the effect on photosynthesis, which will be the two major consequences of this series of eruptions
We will continue along this theme for a good many papers. As we indicated this is now the area where we will be providing more detail. We will continue to work in this way until other formats are available to us. We hope your readers find this interesting and look forward to working with you again soon. A very good evening
