169 Vanatu 8th session - Human development – evolution

24th sept 2008 
Good morning Matthew this is Vanatu, thank you for coming back again for another training session with me. Yes I’m sorry I’m not able to join you at short notice, I apologise for that, I work in a different way to your other colleagues – to your team. My connection works in a different way; it is not always possible to work with you at little notice. So please don’t worry about this I’m sure we’ll find an accommodation
What’s most interesting is your progress. You’re now not even hearing my words, you are now effectively talking at the same time as the word arriving into your mind which is extraordinary progress, no doubt assisted by everything you’ve done over the last few days, and the reduction in alcohol. 
So today’s training session – Human Development

One of the things that fascinates you I know because I’m constantly aware of your thoughts on these matters, is human development. For example there was a news article, probably yesterday, your days are difficult for me to relate to Matthew but it was very recently, regarding Stonehenge; the possible use of Stonehenge, its age and so on.
We find these kinds of news items quite amusing where eminent scientists, archaeologists and the like stumble through theory after theory on the uses and construction and age and so on of these various megalithic sites, in your country and others across the world
Of course Stonehenge was used as a site for healing; it has very strong spiritual connection, very strong spiritual relevance and was an extremely popular site – a pilgrim site. But so much else is speculation.
Human development, to develop the main theme, is something that fascinates you. All the various archaeological discoveries and the attempt to piece together man’s history, man’s development go through this entirely spurious theory of evolution 
Evolution is a fact; kingdoms are evolving all the while for all sorts of reasons, not least climate change Matthew. You’ll find enormous change within the kingdoms over a short period of time caused primarily by climate change. But, and lets be very clear on this point, life does not evolve across kingdoms. Evolution, Darwinism, in some strange way supposes that human beings evolved from animals, animals came from plants and everything came from single celled organisms – utter rubbish! (laughter) that’s the only phrase that can really describe it Matthew – utter rubbish. 
And then you listen to creationism, which again is something you’re interested in; there are so many different groups with little bits of this and little bits of that, a bit of creationism, a bit of Darwinism and a bit of evolution: let’s try to set the record straight.
Human beings are a divine creation: the body was created, it was designed, there was no ‘chance’ involved, there was no ‘good fortune’; it wasn’t that there was a certain mixture of chemicals, liquids and gases out of which one day suddenly popped the precursor of mankind – it just didn’t happen like that. 
Again you will run into a lot of trouble with these views Matthew; these thoughts these ideas which are not yours , but which are being passed on to you very forcefully by your spirit team, your spirit friends, will get you in hot water – have got many people in hot water over the years 
But it’s a fact. Human development is a history of spiritual and physical development intertwined; the one serving the purpose of the other. Human life in itself, in isolation, serves no purpose whatsoever, although this is an idea which the majority of people would find quite startling. 
Anyhow suffice to say this is a topic I would like to return to, probably more than once Matthew because it is fascinating. I will leave you with one parting comment; human life has existed in one form or another for millions of years. Now, that would not earn you many brownie points from your current scientific brethren. 

Do come back to us often – indeed come back later today if you like and we can continue this discussion about human development. It is fascinating. Your abilities are moving on rapidly; you’re not stumbling through any more. Your focus and effort in achieving this is extraordinary 
Don’t believe most things which come out of your scientific establishment; especially with regard to topics such as human development and climate change: it is virtually all guess work
