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Good afternoon Matthew this is Zorovan and welcome back. Yes we’d like to give you the first of many updates with regard to the geophysical events. 
So as you will see in your media and on your television screens, the Icelandic volcano is still erupting, and still causing considerable disruption to travel in particular around Europe, with a knock-on global effect

We’re not going to cover exhaustively all aspects of the upheavals in these updates: we don’t think it’s appropriate; we don’t think people will want or are keen to read that type of thing. However if individuals want to ask specific questions we would encourage them to do so 

What we would like to say at this point is that there will be another very significant volcanic event occurring within days, which will take place in the northern hemisphere. It will be considerably more powerful than the Icelandic eruption that has just recently happened: as you would expect it will have a similar disruptive effect, especially on air travel

The situation will become complicated and confused and very difficult for the authorities, because as you can imagine there is already tremendous financial pressure on the airlines, travel companies and all the associated businesses to get things moving again. But when this event occurs, and significant quantities of ash are yet again blown into the higher atmosphere, the authorities will be under extreme pressure to act cautiously and will not be keen to open air space. 
Again they will be caught between the financial and economic considerations of their countries, and the issue of safety and wishing to protect all individuals involved in air travel

So as you can see it’s going to be a confusing time for many. The governments involved will actually take some time before they come together properly with a co-ordinated response to this type of activity, but it will become obvious quite soon that this type of significant geophysical event will now disrupt certainly regionalised activities – in some instances global activity – in a more and more serious way
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
