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Good morning Matthew this is Zorovan again; thank you for coming back to ask further about GM crops
The argument still rages of course about GM and how safe it is; how wise it is to be used on a wide scale, and we understand that many of your readers will have concerns 

We should say to start with that to a great extent we see this as rather a red herring, because certainly in the medium term this whole issue will actually be seen to fall away; it will no longer be a great concern because so many changes are going to take place to the way farming is practised

The processes which are used today; the way in which large agri-business type farms operate is going to change quite dramatically. And so the ability to apply this type of technology will be more and more diminished, and so the issues surrounding genetic modification of crops will fall away as time passes

Because farming practices will return to very much a local approach, then the whole issue will reduce in its importance, especially as individuals will choose many other ways – particularly organic for example – of replacing many aspects of current day agriculture which will no longer be available to them

Inorganic fertilisers for example; pesticides, herbicides, the whole chemical array which is used extensively in farming today, will no longer be available; supplies will dwindle; exports and imports will become more and more difficult and so there will be a quite natural shift away from this approach to the land
So whilst we would say that it is slightly ironic that certain types of genetically modified crop will certainly fare better during the ‘dim period’, which is soon to be upon you, we do not see this as an issue – it is simply a fact – and once the world emerges from this period, as we’ve already said, there will be less and less opportunity if you like to go down the GM route, as it will become obvious that the more home-grown or localised processes will need to be applied

So this whole area will change quite significantly over a short period of time, and the supposed gains in yields which have been driven through by genetically modified applications at this stage will drop out of the equation; they will simply be unable to be sustained
