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Matthew good afternoon this is Zorovan. Thank you for coming to receive the third of these bulletins. We are talking about storms, in particular hurricane storms which track across the Atlantic and build energy: they lift their energy from the water; then they move across the Caribbean to the Gulf of Mexico
As you know over the last few years there have been some devastating storms; category 4 and category 5 type storms, which wreak havoc and cause enormously difficult conditions

The significance of this year matthew is that the period of time – the hurricane season as we think its known – will start earlier, but also this storm will occur further north than is normally the case, and it will devastate a large area of the east coast of Florida. It is very briefly documented in one of your earliest papers, from when we first started working with you

The trigger for this is of course the mean sea temperature; as it is the temperature of the ocean which triggers and feeds these storms – these enormously powerful storms
