245 Danebury Hill Nether Wallop crop circle

Matthew good morning again and thank you for coming back for further information about this crop circle at Danebury Hill near Nether Wallop.
This is a particularly pleasing creation and we hope that many will find it exciting to observe. It will attract a good deal of discussion and many ideas will be put forward, as it has a certain degree of complication. However the meaning we would like to convey to you is one which is really very straightforward and has to do with the ‘dim period’.
The ‘dim period’ is something which we have mentioned to you on many occasions in the past, and is going to be a consequence of the period of severe geophysical upheaval. Put very succinctly there will be over a period of time a build up of volcanic activity that will cause an enormous volume of very fine ash to be thrown into and suspended in the upper atmosphere which surrounds the Earth.
This cloak of volcanic ash, which will wrap itself around the Earth, will significantly decrease the intensity of the light which is able to penetrate to the surface of the Earth, and will have a very significant impact on the ability of vegetation to photosynthesise. 

Many different types of foodstuffs will be impacted by this layer of ash and there will be a problem with various types of staple food which will not grow successfully during this period. 

The way this is actually portrayed is the obscuring of the various spheres in the detail of this circle. This is meant to illustrate a reduction in the amount of light which will be able to pass through this fine cloak of ash which will cause various problems, and will persist for perhaps two or maybe three growing seasons.

So this will be an issue which mankind will have to address over quite an extended period. However it will be satisfactorily dealt with if you like. Man in his ingenuity and resourcefulness will find ways of offsetting this quite significant reduction in the ability to grow certain types of food, and whilst there will be severe pressure on some foodstuffs others will be able to flourish. There will not be widespread cataclysmic famine events: there will be a significant need to adjust and to perhaps make better use of those foodstuffs which are readily available.
Once again we would ask your readers to refer to other documents which are available on your website, which will enable a more detailed discussion of this very significant knock-on effect of the geophysical upheavals period. A very good afternoon to you.
