255 Will the changes be drastic or just a gradual shift?
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Good evening Matthew this is Zorovan, thank you for coming back and asking this question about the nature of the changes which many people will find very interesting

As you are aware, the changes are underway and have been happening for quite some time now: they also have quite some time to run. So the fact is that the answer is really a combination of the two. The changes will be drastic, but they will be gradual in the way that they occur. So to fill in some detail

You are already experiencing the difficulties associated with the financial and economic problems, which have been running for a few years now. Nations are experiencing impossibly high levels of sovereign debt: individuals have incurred enormous personal debt, and these issues now have to be addressed. They are painful and there will be no quick fix

Alongside this climate change is occurring all over. To a certain extent it has taken a backseat during this period of economic turmoil, but it doesn’t mean that climate change is any less active as you can see across all climate zones across the world; things are changing fast. It is just that the spotlight of the media is not so strongly upon this aspect of the changes at present

So these changes are going to feed as you know into a range of other events; geophysical upheavals; the dim period due to the volcanic ash in the upper atmosphere; the shift in the axis of rotation which will cause so many knock-on effects; and of course the overall cause of so many of these effects will be the sun itself; changes to the sun; changes to its level of activity. All of this will feed into the mix; it will all happen over a period of time
So it is true to say that it will be gradual. Mankind will be faced with many challenges, but he will be in a position to address these should he choose to do so. This is not going to be a situation where man is completely paralysed and is incapable of responding; it is not going to be that sort of scenario at all. But it is going to be felt by virtually everybody. Some will experience much more difficulty and upset than others
Obviously those who are completely in the dark about this period of change will be quite bemused and quite possibly very upset by the sequence of events which are about to unfold. Those who are better informed will not be caught off balance, but nonetheless they may be quite dismayed by various aspects of the changes. It all depends really on the individual’s values and beliefs and how closely they want to cling to these; or how determined they are not to change their view of the world and how it works

So we would say that the changes are going to have a drastic effect, but this is not going to be overnight. These impacts will not be immediate; they will feed in and the effects will be felt; there will be time to respond, which hopefully mankind will use constructively. Individuals will also approach this sensibly. The eventual outcome will be a completely different way of living; this is a very important point

Although these events will happen over quite an extended period they will cause quite significant – and some would say drastic – change to the way life is conducted on Earth. Large areas of life which are currently taken for granted will be negated: they will be lost because the new way in which the Earth is going to operate will no longer accommodate these aspects of modern life. However it could be said that many of these are hardly a top priority, and it will be very straightforward for man to cope without these facilities to hand
So hopefully this is a useful way of looking at this period of change. It should be said that the vast majority of individuals will find ways of coping; some will not be comfortable; the new energies will simply not resonate well with them, and they will for various reasons choose to leave the stage if that’s not too vague a way to describe it. Others, especially youngsters, will embrace the changes and find the challenges enormously invigorating. This is important because at no point should anybody take away from these documents the idea that the very existence of the human race is being challenged: because it is not
There will be adjustment to population; one thing we overlooked in the early part of this document. But again these will not be cataclysmic large-scale extinction-type events. There will be loss of life during the upheavals period this is definitely the case, but it will be other more subtle effects, particularly the impact on fertility, which will cause a reduction – a gradual but steady reduction in the population of the planet over a period of time. This is in our view one of the most important outcomes because the population of the planet has far outgrown the ability of the planet to sustain it. So population numbers have to fall and this is what will happen
