So technology – well we’ve talked to you about technology before. The pace of change is faster and faster and it would appear that no sooner has one product been launched than it’s replaced by another that’s faster or smaller or has more features. So where will this end?

Well it will actually over a period of time come to a halt because so much of this development – so much of this technology – is rather unfocused and doesn’t really have a terribly good purpose attached to it. It is an enormous benefit to a large number of people and one of the strengths of the internet is that it is able to operate essentially over a system of land lines. So it has no dependence on systems such as satellite communication and the like, because these are the areas of technology that are going to suffer and eventually are going to be removed if you like from the overall picture because they simply will not work

So as we‘ve said to you before navigation and guidance systems – anything that is dependent upon satellite technology and magnetic north – all of these things will suffer. They will fail to operate consistently; they will become unreliable. But the internet, due to the way that it operates, and due to the way that it is connected if you like, will not suffer in this way

It will quickly become a very important means of contact between individuals because so much in the way of communication via satellite – such as for example the plethora of television news and current affairs programmes which are currently available: so much of this will eventually be denied

So the internet will form an extremely important function and will not suffer in the same way that many communication technologies are going to
