Seismic activity and the Earth ‘wobble’
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Good morning matthew this is Svenatu, we haven’t worked together for some time; welcome back. We hope the vibrations are not too uncomfortable for you; you will adjust quite quickly

So you have entered the first period of geophysical upheaval, and you are keenly anticipating further activity around the globe, which will occur over a number of periods. These are periods of intense activity which will be broken up by periods of respite, where the activity will drop back to a very low level

So you will have a whole series of seismic type events now occurring across all continents on the planet. These will be events similar to that recently witnessed in Japan. We say similar because they will all obviously vary; they are all individual events; they have all been planned; they all have a clear reason for occurring. 

We would like to stress this point very strongly: they are not random acts of god, and we understand that your readers will find this probably one of the most difficult concepts to grasp, but they are not random; they do not simply occur for no reason; they are in place to help to adjust the weather systems and climate zones around the planet. It is a necessary part of the climate change which you are now in the middle of

You will notice one of the knock-on effects or outcomes of these powerful seismic events is to cause significant movements in the Earth’s crust. You have read a number of articles regarding this: one which referred to a very powerful event in Chile a while ago; of course much more recently the earthquake which occurred off Sendai in Japan, which shifted the ocean floor a considerable distance

These measurements are able to be made now because of your satellite systems and your scientific analysis, which is able to pinpoint such movement very accurately. 
This is all part of the process of adjusting climate zones around the world, and this is being put in place for the new era. It is important to understand how these adjustments will affect the way the Earth operates, because these periods of increased seismicity will feed directly into a powerful and very real increase in volcanic activity. One of the major knock-on effects of the increase in volcanic activity will be the pumping of enormous amounts of ash into the atmosphere causing the ‘dim’ period: that is well documented and we will not comment further about that

We would like to comment about adjustments to the climate zones through movements to the Earth’s crust. You use an analogy Matthew which we find interesting and useful: the one of the balance weights on the wheel of a motor car. 

In that if you shift these balance weights, just a very small amount, you will cause a wobble to the steering of the car, because the wheel will be out of balance. Now you can apply this analogy most directly to small shifts in the Earth’s crust caused by the earthquake activity, which will inevitably over time cause the ‘wobble’ to the rotational axis of the Earth. Precession is the phrase you often quote to people: this is something well worth looking into further to understand in more detail

But it is exactly these effects which will drive the ‘wobble’. These seismic events will occur in clusters. The intensity will increase because one of the features of the closing days of this current era is the compression of time: events will occur with more and more rapidity and with increasing intensity and will cause considerable disruption

As you know one of the major areas of disruption will be to energy, because energy is going to become the scarce resource across the globe; without exception. You will see over a short period of time now that there will be events that damage or even wreck installations which play a key part in the oil industry. This will cause an already jittery and nervous market to react with a serious spike in the price of oil, which will have a quite serious impact on all sorts of aspects of day to day life
We don’t need to go into the detail, which we’ve passed to you before, about how these spikes in the price of oil will impact so many areas of the lives of ordinary human beings across the globe
