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Good afternoon Matthew, we’ve come back to talk to you about some anomalies which appear to exist, with regard to the changes and how they’re going to operate
Firstly with oil and the energy crunch, which will appear strange to many of your readers as oil is trading at a very low price historically, and there is more than sufficient to go round, in fact there is definitely a glut

Well the events which will cause the initiation of the energy crunch, which will continue for a number of years, will be such that they compromise supply. So although demand is depressed, with the price the same, the shock will cause a spike in demand which will be difficult for companies and countries to respond to

Availability is the initial crunch here. We thought we should go over this again because it’s not obvious how this will come about, but as we’ve said before this will be the first of a number of energy shocks, not all will occur in the same way, but they will all have the same effect of chipping away at economic activity

So, to move on to climate change, which would appear to be one of the winners from the coming global recession, which is on the face of it pretty much inevitable, and might be severe in some countries. However, the pace of change, with regard to climate change, is now going to accelerate regardless
Even if the global economy were to achieve its emissions targets, there will be no noticeable realistic change on the climate change front. All of the climate change key indicators are going to accelerate

Moving on to another supposed anomaly, the dim period. Just to recap for those of your readers who are not familiar. The upheavals, the geophysical upheavals which will also trigger the energy crisis, and will eventually pump a large quantity of ash into the atmosphere, should on the face of it cause the planet to cool, on the basis that reduced sunlight arriving on the planet’s surface ought to allow its cooling
This again is not actually the case, because the effect of the blanket of ash which will be wrapped around the planet, will be to insulate it and to cause the heat which is still escaping from the planet, to be trapped within this part of the atmosphere, contributing to warming rather than cooling

This we grant you will seem extremely contentious, but again it’s not something we want to debate at this stage at great length

So those are some of the anomalies associated with events which are coming
