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                             The Inner Earth

Greetings. We come to you from a great distance. We are not used to this - we will become accustomed to it in a minute.

We belong to the Inner Earth. We are not of your kind at all and that is why we are not generally in communication with mankind. From the very centre of the Earth we come with a power that is not very comfortable for humankind. It is a disturbing power, the fundamental Earth energy. We are the flux; we are the change in the Earth’s energy as it responds to the energy from the moon and the sun. It is only by using us as a medium, that the Earth can generate these energies. 

We are, therefore, a powerhouse deep within the Earth; we are the very core. The Earth’s energy can be diffused upwards and outwards through us, but it only permeates very slowly and the effects take some time to be felt. 

The ebb and flow of the moon’s energy affects us deeply. We are lunar energies. As such, we have a spiritual effect on mankind, because we respond more to the spiritual lunar energies than to the life-giving energy of the sun.

It is therefore through us that people can become close to the Godhead. We are a source of spiritual energy. Those who can respond to us, learn to become at one with the Godhead.
