Inevitably there has been a percentage of individuals who have taken this liberty without the corresponding responsibility; but you could say, that was inevitable.

The many failures will continue into the new era, until they are resolved, so unfortunately you will be entering the era with some unfinished business, some residue still to be sublimated.
