Mankind‘s Essential Spirit
We are another version of the essential spirit of mankind.  We are not really part of the ordinary structure and we are somewhat separate from mankind in his day-to-day life – we are more like an overseeing force.  We are the power which provides him with direction.  This sense of direction comes through us and is particularly important at this time of change.  
You could say that, at the moment, mankind appears to be completely lost, floundering about and feeling inadequate.  However, this is probably only true of the older generation, those who were born during the previous era.  The young, on the other hand, have a different attitude and potential, so it’s really through younger people that we, the “direction-changer”, will try to operate.
Our connection is primarily with young people and we can influence them in a variety of unexpected ways.  This will be through their music, through their physical activities, through their value systems, and through their culture (as a sub-culture of main society).  We are not so much concerned with developing of the whole of mankind.  If we can really influence young people up to the age of 25, we will have done our duty, because from then on that group will have already formed its opinions and direction in life.  Life is rather like rolling a ball down a bowling alley towards the skittles at the other end – we just set the ball rolling in the right direction.  So we are the directors of mankind and we are primarily concerned with the young.
We work with young people principally by insinuating new ideas.  The ideas we are now working with are primarily concerned with human relationships.  The young have ideas about human relationships that are quite different from the traditional, rather tribal, views held by the older generation.  In the years to come, their approach will become much more global; they will be happy to form spontaneous links with other like-minded spirits.  They will be less limited to mixing only with the people they grew up with or who share the same cultural backgrounds, as might have happened with the older generation. The new generation will link up with kindred spirits from any part of the world at a moment’s notice.
 This really is quite a different prospect.  In a sense, relationships will be more generalised, less specific, less limited, less family orientated, less tribal, but also wonderful because they will be so spontaneous and so universal.  In the next twenty years the old barriers of culture, nationality and religion will seem quite irrelevant as far as the young are concerned.
They will become more caring about the world, but not in the old, exclusive, way.  In the older civilisation you cared for your kith and kin almost exclusively.  The new attitude will be much more open and will involve caring for a wider spectrum of people.  This may appear to be less intense or less involved, but this is not really so – it is only because it is less exclusive.  They will not simply care for one individual, they will care for numbers of individuals.  This caring may appear to be less deep, but this is just an illusion based on the prejudices of the previous generation. 
The generation now aged between ten and sixteen will be the generation to manifest the most significant changes, so you can expect that within ten years, this age group will start coming into positions where they can influence things.  They will start to stimulate changes and that will be a time of great interest.  They will be the harbingers of change, but change for the good.  I tell you nothing you don’t already know.
