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The Element of Time

We come to you from a great distance. We come from the centre of the earth, but not from the core. We are the layer beneath the Earth’s crust, the in-between layer. 
Like the core, we are a permanency and, as such, we are less concerned with the affairs of mankind and the nature kingdoms. Our concern is with a much larger timescale. We are concerned with the pendulum swing of time itself. We are like a clock within the earth ticking immensely slowly, measured in thousands of years. We are the pulse of the earth progressing through its own evolutionary cycles

We come to you with the message that you can become a great influence if you can attune to our particular rhythm. We ask you to become aware of the cyclical development of the earth, even though it may be difficult for you to realise the length of the timescale on which we operate. We are like an atomic clock on a giant timescale. 

You can then become unified with this passage of time. The world of pure spirit, of course, is not aware of time; the human world is aware of time to the extent that it is trapped by it. We have yet another concept of time; our concept is more like the rhythmic pulsing of the universe: we respond to the universal heart-beat. 
We can transmit that heart-beat into the cyclical manifestation of change. As such we come to you at a very important time, because the clock now stands at one minute to midnight. The clock is about to chime and we are preparing ourselves for the next step.
It is not easy for humans to comprehend all this, but you are able to understand what we are saying and also the reasons for it. For example, it is the inevitable nature of the world to change. This is neither right nor wrong, but the heart of the universe must keep beating. This is not something that can be arrested – it is inevitable. 
So we are the ‘middle’ kingdom and our element is TIME, the passage and rhythm of time – both of your time and of our time. Our time is flexible: we do not conform to hours and years, but it is regular and it is in harmony with the rest of the universe. There are many different times, so think more in terms of rhythm. A piece of music will have a rhythm that is fixed but the music can still be played faster or slower. The tempo may vary but the rhythm is unchanged - we are the inevitability of the next beat, whether this appears to be fast or slow. We are the underlying rhythm. 
You are now experiencing another dimension. Up to now you have been involved with things at a comprehensible level. Now you are beginning to communicate with those of us from other dimensions. It is important that you stretch your comprehension in order to understand the significance of what we are saying. We are no longer speaking of purely material things. We are just one of many other dimensions that you will meet. 
As we said, time is not finite or necessarily measured in hours and minutes, but is measured by its inevitability and its tempo. We are now at the stage of introducing the next cycle. That cycle is inevitable – it happens to coincide with the passing of a number of years but that is a coincidence. It is the inevitability of the cycle that is the important aspect. The nature of the cycle is also important. Being cyclical, events will progress inevitably from stage to stage, rather than reversing direction completely.

The cycle which is about to commence will begin slowly. Cycles do not happen in jolts, they begin slowly and then accelerate – that is the pattern of a cycle. When the new cycle begins it will not be particularly dramatic. There has been much misunderstanding on this subject. The changes will be step by step; there will be no single point to mark the beginning, because cycles do not work like that – they simply go round and round

You will be able to explain that changes are already happening but they will not necessarily be cataclysmic in the sense that has been expected. Visualise the progressive acceleration as you swing round to face in a new direction: we are the very tempo of life
We also have a physical representation which is in the substrata of rock. This is the igneous rock which lies beneath the recent sedimentary layers. It is the rock from the origination of the Earth rather than the molten core or the surface crust. As such we have fissures and openings that allow the magma’s energy to flow through us, but although we can respond to this, we are not part of it.  
It is not our central role to offer the magma’s spiritual influence directly. However we can offer it indirectly. Normally we allow it to flow through us, but we can regulate the rate at which it passes, and so control the amount of influence that it brings at any one time.
All these influences are part of the universal force and we naturally work together. Our particular role is to regulate: we are like the balance wheel in a watch, and control the fundamental pace.
“Perfection” is the inevitability of the rhythm. It beats when it beats. That is perfection because it cannot be improved, because it is inevitable. For material things there is no perfection; certainly there is a conceptual prototype for things like a flower, but that prototype itself is only the collective representation of a multitude of flowers of that type – the latter produced the former. It cannot be said that any one flower is perfection because the prototype did not pre-exist the reality. Perfection assumes a pre-existence of the ideal. Pre-existence presumes time and we are time.
