Civil Disorder

Good afternoon Matthew this is Dvanak. I’ve worked with you a couple of times now. I will be delivering papers which are before too long very much more detailed and specific than things have been of late

So civil disorder: This is the next serious phase if you like through which the world will pass. There are a number of phases, quite distinct phases of activity which occur during this consciousness transition, this step-up in global consciousness, and as you are aware the opening phase has now occurred and the financial and economic elements are up and running if that’s the phrase, in that the financial system is now seriously flawed and global economies are suffering as a consequence; they’re suffering much more quickly than they expected and they will suffer over a longer period than anyone can currently foresee
The pressure is on large organisations, large companies to break into their smaller component parts, as you know, sadly this will be attended by increasing numbers of unemployed throughout all the developed nations – developed and developing nations I should say. This will feed a growing feeling of distrust and dismay amongst the general population. You can already see this beginning to emerge, especially with regard to the financial sector and the enormous amounts public money which have been pledged by governments to attempt to re-start economies
This will to a great extent fail to have any real affect on the decline in economic activity. This decline, which is now inexorable and is underlined by a total lack of confidence, this decline will now continue as the economies gradually disintegrate over a period of time. As you can imagine this will cause more and more disunity amongst societies, amongst the people of various nations

Particular countries which are going to suffer from this will be Russia, which is already close to a complete breakdown in society; also the main economic nations of Europe – in particular Germany where this will start to become a serious factor, as it will in the United States of America

This unravelling of economic activity; this increasing numbers of people being laid off, of individuals losing their livelihood, this will feed through to serious unrest amongst populations, which will build and continue for some time to come

This is only what you would expect Matthew: this is only a backlash against the state; against the banks; against continuing use of enormous amounts of public money in ways which the individual, the man on the street if you like, is struggling to comprehend and he feels so far removed, so excluded if you like from this whole process that it will eventually result in breakdowns in society. As tempers flare and groups focus their attention on challenging the status quo and challenging the authority of the administrations in which they have less and less confidence
So it is not a rosy picture but it is not wholly unexpected that this type of activity should be starting to gather speed now
