The simple answer to the question you are asking is “yes, absolutely so”, and this is what will be seen to happen around the world

The media at present: there is so much information available, and none of it seems to be particularly good. The various mutations of the virus, causing so much trouble; the ongoing infection rates; the various vaccines on offer, and their effectiveness with certain age groups. You are tiring of being bombarded by so much information, as are many millions around the world 

Let’s take a step back. The irony of this idea of the virus being able to burn itself out, is that the countries which have the most advanced healthcare systems, and are more capable of suppressing the virus, are going to see a prolonged impact from it. Whereas the countries which have a large rural population, and where the healthcare systems are less well developed, have been unable from the start to really bear down on the virus in any effective way such that the infection has run riot through populations 

The real infection rate, and sadly the corresponding death rate in these large populations – such as India for example - are obviously much higher. But the fact that the virus has been given a ‘free hand’ so to speak, has meant that they have moved much more quickly to a position where they are starting to benefit from natural immunity – some would call this ‘herd immunity’ – within the population

So, whilst the advanced nations are doing their best to stem the spread of infection, which on the face of it is a sensible thing to do, they’re simply prolonging their exposure to it

Of course there are other factors coming in to play: the major one is the vaccination programme. This will gather pace and the fact is that the vast majority of these variants, which are popping up here and there, will be to a great extent susceptible to the vaccines which are being prepared. The core material within the virus and commonality amongst these various mutations is such that the vaccines will on the whole be seen to be effective
The combination of the vaccination and natural immunity, which is being built up in the larger more rural populations around the world, is going to be seen to bring about the tipping point. This is what is already becoming apparent in India; other large and concentrated areas of population will start to see the same effect, because many of them have been unable to effectively suppress the virus
That in essence is why we would answer the question: is the covid virus starting to burn itself out? - “most definitely yes it is” 

The main caveat we would put on this, is that we would not want people to use this information to in any way circumvent or avoid complying with restrictions and regulations which have been put in place for the common good by the majority of governments around the world

The virus is very virulent especially amongst the older and the infirm; the death rate is sadly much higher amongst these demographic groups. But you will see an effective combination of natural immunity and ongoing vaccination which will move to bring this pandemic under control, you will see this throughout the rest of the year, and there will then be a programme put in place for annual vaccinations similar to the flu jab which is now well established. There will be a gradual return to normal by way of these two approaches being brought to bear

We would say as a final comment that well before this effective ‘burning out’ has taken a full effect, there will be other perhaps more significant changes occurring which will quickly catch the attention of the media
