Florida hurricane event 
13th sept 2008  
The hurricane which will hit Florida will be extraordinary for a number of reasons. Firstly timing; as you know hurricane season as its called is from around about July to November. This hurricane will occur before then. The reason it will be able to occur is the ocean which provides the energy which drives the storm. The energy will be available earlier due to the sea being warmer than usual.
So not only does the storm occur before but it also occurs further north than normal. Again this a simple function of the warming of the oceans, warming of the north Atlantic in particular, enabling this storm to materialise at all and enabling it to track further north than usual. Hence the devastating impact on the Atlantic coast of Florida. 
You may have noticed there is a theme which runs through these events; that is that they are all in some way unusual. Often this is that they are unexpected in the area where they materialise. This is a key feature of the upheaval and the geophysical disruption. Events of all types will be occurring remote from their normal location; this is right across the board.
