Geophysical events - general comments

We haven’t spoken for some time. I’d like to talk to you more about the geophysical type of activity as you are expressing a lot of doubt and concern as to its validity

Geophysical activity – which will happen extremely soon now – is a very important precursor to all the other changes which are coming; the major changes to the way the earth operates Matthew. As we’ve said before this will be a slow process, but it will cause extensive changes to climatic conditions around the globe. This will be responsible for enormous changes to the fortunes of various continents. For example, as we’ve mentioned before, Africa which is currently in dreadful shape with regard to population and food supply and supply of fresh water and so on; and with prospects looking quite grim indeed; you’ll be very surprised to learn that Africa’s medium to long term prospects are extremely good
In the past – and your scientists know this for a fact – in the past Africa has been a lush continent with rivers and vegetation; an entirely different climate has prevailed there and not that long ago. Well, climate will change again there soon – especially in the north, especially in the north. Also there will be significant changes to other parts of the country, especially with regards to the frequency of rainfall

And so, as you can see, once these geophysical events commence then there is almost a chain reaction if you like which will come in to play; with cause and effect rippling out and the result being extensive change across all continents on earth 

This is an exciting period Matthew: we sense that you are dismayed by constantly receiving this without there being one shred of physical evidence on earth to support it

Well, all we would say is this will not be the case for much longer, and once these events do start people will be much more inclined to pay close attention to the information you are bringing through. The process of change is already well underway
