Impact of earth’s rotational axis shift on how we live

Matthew good evening, we want to send a document to you which is more information on changes to the way the earth operates; despite the fact that these changes are a little way off and many things will be happening before they become apparent. They are very fundamental changes to the earth and its setup, its operation, and will have far reaching effects on mankind and the way he currently lives

The single most important force for change, and cause of change, is that of the shift in the axis of rotation of the earth. This is known as precession. There will not be a flipping of the poles as many are postulating, but there will be more of a wobble type effect, which will result in a permanent shift in the rotational axis
This will mean there will be dramatic climatic changes across the globe, in that areas that are currently uninhabitable due to extremes of weather will gradually become more moderate in climate and will be more satisfactory for habitation. Areas which are currently considered infertile, and have no prospect for cultivation and production of food, will in some areas quite rapidly be returned to fertile regions capable of providing an abundance of crops for human consumption
One area for example which will demonstrate this beyond any doubt is North Africa, which as your climatologists will tell, supported an abundance of vegetation and animal wildlife a short while ago. This area will return to a state of fertility due to the fundamental changes to the way the earth operates

Other areas which will see dramatic change will be the poles themselves. You are already beginning to register this fundamental and far reaching climate change through the thinning and rapid melting of the coverage of ice. This has other serious side effects which we will not cover now. But, in a very short while, the poles will be unrecognisable compared with just a few years ago

The rotational shift will also cause rapid changes in sea level which will have far reaching effects on those countries that have a large proportion of the population living at or around sea level: coastal cities, coastal towns and the like. There will be a great many migrations or movements of large numbers of people away from densely populated areas of today, into areas which just a short time ago would have seemed quite inappropriate for human habitation 
So what you are seeing at present is just the very beginning of the process Matthew and, as we’ve alluded to in previous documents, this process will speed up. The whole process of change will appear to operate along a compressed time line. It is the geophysical events, the geophysical disruption which is just around the corner; which will prepare the way for the fundamental changes to the way the earth operates

This is a fascinating area which many of your readers will be keen to learn more about. This detail will be forthcoming and there will be ample opportunity for individuals, who are prepared to take note of what is obviously happening around them, to either modify their approach to life or to relocate to what may be considered more appropriate centres of population

These changes will not be abrupt; they will be over a period of time; they will be gradual.
