The Elephant in the Room 30052020

We are going to talk to you about fertility and population

One of the major issues facing the world, is that on the face of it the human population has now been enabled to grow to a level of somewhere in excess of 7 billion souls; a population which is unsustainable there on Earth

This doesn’t get much attention; there are other more pressing issues which need to be attended to. It is probably fair to say that it is the ‘elephant in the room’ amongst all other discussions
