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Good morning we’ve come to talk to you again about unemployment. This is one of the most important aspects of the decline of the global economy: the ever increasing levels of unemployment across all nations. 

It will cause enormous problems for governments and will start to feed on itself in that a steady flow of individuals losing their livelihood will serve to constantly undermine the confidence of those who remain in work, affecting their spending habits; their saving activity and their attitude generally towards anything that involves expenditure

There will be a flight to conservative behaviour in this respect. As you might expect people are going to be far less inclined to extend themselves financially during this period, which will feed into a steady reduction in volumes of activity across economies
There will be a number of rather high profile company failures, particularly in the automotive industry which is being severely pressured at present. It will need to completely restructure itself over a short period which will be immensely difficult. But it’s important that this happens as there will be personal transport into the future, although they will be powered in a totally different way. Use of the current fuels, petrol and diesel, will diminish rapidly. In just a short period consumption of this sort will drop to virtually nil. There will be no option

But to come back to the question of people; The whole attitude towards unemployment will change quite quickly as the barometer for the health of the nation switches away from GDP and economic output; then there will be a subtle shift in the attitudes of many towards what constitutes genuine employment

Of course many of the older people in particular will never adjust to this and there will be many problems especially with Unions supporting various groups of workers in various industries, who believe that they deserve attention as a special case. These however will be fairly isolated incidents. What will become much more prevalent will be the levels of civil unrest generally, not just with regard to unemployment, but regarding all aspects of the individuals living standards. The confidence in governments and senior politicians will ebb away. Already you are seeing how they are somewhat distant from minds of the ordinary individual. They are drifting away if you like from society and they will be seen by many members of society as irrelevant and selfish and poorly focused. This will cause a great strain within society as this dislocation grows
So you see the unemployment situation will be one of the major players in this whole period of intense change, and it will grow really quite significantly once the major changes to the operation of the earth have occurred.  Then large industries, many employing tens or hundreds of thousands of individuals, will rapidly cease to have any purpose and unemployment will leap up to levels that at present you couldn’t possibly imagine 

But societies will deal with this as frankly they will have no option but to do so: this will usher in a completely different attitude because it will be obvious by this time that the old system is long gone and a new system has to be created. This will be very interesting as these changes will happen over a relatively short period
